Staff seek to enable the growth and development of confident    

students.  For a number of years the school has had small mentor 

groups of 18-20 students enabling more personalised support.                  

Mentors will:  
 

§ develop a positive working relationship with each student                              

built on trust. 

§ support students by listening, caring and acting upon their    

concerns and worries. 

§ promote the strengths of mentees and support social and             

academic weakness. 

§ guide their students with regular and structured learning 

conversations. 

§ work with students and contact parents regularly to develop 

potential, progress and well being. 

 

There are five assessment cycles a year reporting on current 

attainment, effort, behaviour and homework.  Parents and 

students are able to see progress towards the achievement 

of expected and aspirational grades.  

 

Every report cycle is linked to a praise assembly where each 

year group celebrates the successes of students in all areas 

of the school curriculum for hard work, effort, dedication and 

excellence.  

The cycle reports form the basis for parentsô evenings and 

the learning review day.
