This is a course that allows students to study 2 foreign languages in 1 option block thus
allowing them 2 further option choices. This course is only suitable for very able linguists
and those students wishing to follow this course should discuss it with their language
teachers. The pace of the course is very fast indeed and a high level of commitment is

required.

Course structure:
Year 10 6 hours per fortnight: 4 lessons 1% language, 2 lessons 2™ language.

GCSE in 1* language taken at the end of Year 10.

Year 11 6 hours per fortnight: 5 lessons 2™ language and 1 lesson to maintain
competence in 1% language. GCSE in 2" language taken at the end of Year 11

E.g. A student with more grounding in French will study 4 lessons of French and 2
of German per fortnight. GCSE in French taken in Year 10. In Year 11, this student
will study 5 lessons of German and 1 of French. GCSE German to be taken at the
end of the year.

The other pieces assess
your understanding and production of creative texts, your analysis of
texts from our Literary Heritage and your study of Spoken Language.

Curriculum and is compulsory.

~ | What will | study on this course?

During Key Stage 4 you will build on your existing
- knowledge and so prepare for GCSE and beyond.
As in Key Stage 3 you will be taught in a set where
the work is appropriately challenging. You are likely
to have a different teacher to who is teaching you in
- Year 9.

What course will | be studying?

New specifications for GCSE Mathematics are being introduced for first teaching September 2010,
at this time these are still being approved by QCDA and it has not been possible to make a final
decision as to which course we will be teaching.

Is there any coursework?

There is no coursework in GCSE mathematics.

What are the tiers of entry?

There are two tiers of entry for GCSE:
Higher Grades A*-E
Foundation Grades C-G

For all maths exams you will need some specialist equipment:
A protractor
A pair of compasses
A scientific calculator
(Casio scientific calculators are available to buy from the

Science

Science is a core subject of the National Curriculum. During
Key Stage 4 you will have exciting and interesting lessons to
help you build upon your existing knowledge from Key Stage 3.

Teaching

Students are taught in sets. These may be different from the
. Year 9 sets. Each set typically has 5 lessons per week and
three teachers, a biologist, a chemist and a physicist. All
students receive a workbook and a revision guide. The course
we follow is OCR Gateway.

I

The Course

Science in Years 10 and 11 is now focussed on the concepts and experiences of everyday events
and real life Science.

In Year 10 you will study Core Science or Triple Sciences. For Core Science there are external
modular exams in January and June, and there is a coursework element looking at practical skills
and also current Science topics in the news. A GCSE in Core Science is achieved at the end of
Year 10. Triple Science will be offered to those students who achieve a level 6 or above at the
end of Year 9. Year 9 students are assessed using internally marked SATs papers and teacher
assessment. Triple Science does not mean you will have extra Science lessons the course is
covered in the same amount of time as Core and
Additional Science but the pace is faster.

In Year 11 students study either Additional Science or
Additional Applied Science in order to gain a second
GCSE. Both options lead to full GCE A Level courses, but
the idea is to match the skills and achievements of each
pupil to an appropriate Science course. Those students
studying Triple Science will continue to do so in Year 11
with terminal exams in summer of Year 11.

If you have got a more vocational course in mind then in
Year 11 you will be able to study a BTEC First Certificate
in Applied Science, this course is aimed at students who
would probably geta D i G grade at GCSE. A pass at
BTEC is equivalent to two grade C GCSEs. You will be able
to carry onto do a BTEC Diploma in Years 12 and 13.

There are 2 tiers of entry within each Science GCSE. The usual entry is
Higher: Grades A* -D (Sets 1-4)
Foundation: Grades C -G (Sets 5-9), but this depends on individual performance

Very good coursework enables a Foundation student to gain a B grade.

There is a strong focus on developing critical thinking skills and active participation. Students will
have the opportunity to discuss through simulation, role play and debate, topical and controversial
issues.

How much coursework is there?
Coursework is worth 60% of the final GCSE mark. This involves students selecting an investigation
of their choice. The coursework concentrates on active participation planning and evaluation.
Students find a campaigning organisation, whose views they agree and promote the ideas of the
organisation to an audience.

What exams are there and when?

The course is completed in Year 10 and students will sit the GCSE exam in Term 6. students will sit
a written paper of one hour. This is 40% of their final GCSE grade.

SECTION A requires students to answer a
series of compulsory short answer questions
on Theme 1\ Community Action and Active
Citizenship.

SECTION B requires students to write
extended answers in response to questions
about Theme 2 \Being a Citizen in the UK-
Democracy and ldentity.

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GCSE Art and Design

What will | study on the course?

You will have the opportunity to explore a number of
different ideas and materials as you follow set
themes. It is expected that you will develop the skills
and processes that you have already tried in earlier
years in KS3 as well as trying out new, exciting
ideas and developing these with new materials and
techniques.

How much coursework is there?

Most of the course is taken up with developing your
coursework portfolio. This allows you to explore
interests in the subject and experiment with a wide
range of art processes and materials, creating
exiting and individual responses. You will also link
your practical work with the study or artists,
designers and craftspeople.

You will produce a portfolio selected from work
undertaken during the course. This must include more than one project. This unit is worth 60% of
your total marks.

What exams are there and when?

You will be required to produce a personal response from one starting
point provided within the exam paper. This consists of a period of
preparatory time and a 10 hour exam. Papers will be issued to you from
1 January in the year of your examination. This is worth 40% of your
total marks.

GCSE art and design is arecognised qualification for further study of AS and A level
in the sixth form, it is a desirable qualification to have as you start on your courses

that will lead to further education or the world of work.




BTEC Art and Design

What will | study on the course?

This course is designed as an alternative to GCSE. It will
involve you in many of the skills and learning that a
GCSE course would.

The course is a vocational award; this means that this
gualification is designed for students who are really
interested in employment in Art, or the Arts.

This qualification may then be followed by a Level 3
BTEC award or GCE AS and A2 in Art and Design.

How much coursework is there?

The course is structured so that coursework is the main form of
assessment. There are compulsory units and a choice of
optional units that you can choose from. Assessment is done by
the teachers and there are three levels that you can pass at i
pass, merit, and distinction.

You will
perform the play in front of an audience and the examiner
will be present at one of the performances. This takes
place in May of Year 11. It is also possible to take a
Performance Support option in Lighting, Sound or
Costume/Set Design.

Drama GCSE can offer so much more than just an opportunity to perform. You will also be
developing skills that all employers value in a workplace. You will be acquiring skills like
working with others, problem solving and communication. You will find that Drama will help

you feel more self-confident and prepare you to deal with a range of different situations and
people.
